Minutes of VMC meetings (2008-09 and onwards).

· On the 17th of September the VMC of Kendriya Vidyalaya, Army Camp, Dhana met in the Conference room of the School in which the following points remained the highlights of the meeting. 

· All of first the secretary cum in-charge Principal of School read out the result analysis of class X and XII of session 2008-09. 

· Then after the Principal –in-charge put the need of four new computers along with a printer, a scanner and a digital camera. This was in order to have a ratio of 20:1 instead of 25:1 existing at present and it was passed unanimously. 
· The committee also passed the proposal to white wash and colour wash the School building. This need was also raised by the Principal in – charge. 

· Next, the Principal in – charge apprised the honorable Chairman and other members of the instructions of KVS HQ to have a children’s park in the school. To this, honorable Chairman enquired if there was a need of a children’s park in – spite of School having a safe and secure boundary. However later honorable Chairman and other members agreed to have a children’s park with things like single swings, merry-go-round, eight-seater, climber (elephant), sea-saw, jumping duck etc. in the park. 

· The committee also passed the proposal of 8 display boards and three writing board of the size 6*4 feet to meet the need of the school 

· In the meeting the Principal in – charge apprised the honorable Chairman and other distinguished member of the roof treatment of the school building going on and the amount spent on it. She also informed that the work of roof treatment was to be completed by the month of September. It was brought to the notice of honorable Chairman and other members that discussion on budget of VVN and School fund had already taken place. 

· Next fixing of board with School name was raised by the Principal in – charge and it was okayed unanimously. 

· The Principal in – charge felt the need to have a maths garden in School and after some diberation it was okayed on the condition that the maths garden will have the mathematical shapes made of cement and hard fibre. 

· The Principal in – charge also raised the need of purchasing some musical instruments. Barring a shght doubt raised by Mr. A.K. Malik, the educationist member of VMC, that there were already enough instruments in school, the proposal of purchasing a harmonium, a set of tabla and a set of congo was passed in the VMC.                                                         
· Regarding of broadband connection of 2mbps the VMC suggested to BSNL for the connection. 

· So far as up gradation of old computers is concerned the VMC felt that the memory capacity of old computers was more than enough. The VMC suggested to buy new computers instead of upgrading the memory capacity of the old ones. 

· The maintenance of UPS for computers was also brought to the notice of the VMC by the Principal in – charge. To this the VMC suggested to have a survey in the market for the purchase of the new UPS instead of repairing the old ones. 

· After that staff representative Mr. Aditya Vikram raised the problem of transport connectivity of staff members living in Army Camp and the requested that the staff living in the Army Camp should be allowed to board station buses to and fro Sagar. To this honorable Chairman said that the permission for it had already been given by him. Col.A.S. Shekhawat, parent member suggested that such staff boarding station buses should keep their identity cards with them. 

· Mrs. Bajwa, an educationist member complained that junior students do not have accessibility to Science labs and mooted the idea of having junior Science labs for junior students. 

· Mrs. A. Manrai, another parent member expressed her grievance that students and parents are not informed in advance about schedule of different activities of school and hence the parents have problem in planning their holidays. She also felt strongly that sometimes the syllabus is not covered in time and the students have problems in examination. Moreover, she was also concerned that student diaries had not been provided to the students. 

· The meeting ended with the assurances made by the Principal in – charge to do away with the grievances of the parents member Mrs. A. Manrai.
